SOFTWARE LICENCE AGREEMENT

BY INSTALLING THIS SOFTWARE YOU AGREE TO THE TERMS AND CONDITI ONS OF THIS
SOFTWARE LICENCE AGREEMENT.

1. DEFINITIONS
1.1 The terms used in this agreement shall have the following meanings:

"AGIS" means Asia GIS Private Limited, the licensed owner of the SOFTWARE, who has the right to
license, sell and distribute the SOFTWARE.

"LICENSEE" means a person, an organisation, a corporation, a government entity, or other legal entity
subscribing the SOFTWARE and hence obtaining the independent right to use the SOFTWARE.

"SOFTWARE" means AGIS proprietary maps, mapping software and/or location-based technology.

“DEVICE” means any computer or CPU in which the SOFTWARE is installed. LICENSEE must be the
owner of the DEVICE or must be authorised by the said owner to use the DEVICE.

2. LICENCE

2.1 AGIS hereby grants to LICENSEE and LICENSEE hereby accepts from AGIS a non-exclusive,
non-transferable licence to use the SOFTWARE solely and exclusively for own private use only
and no other purpose whatsoever.

2.2 LICENSEE shall not re-market, re-license, sell, trade, barter, give away, dispose, transfer, rent,
lease, loan, assign, distribute, commercially exploit or otherwise provide any third party access
to the SOFTWARE in whole or in part.

2.3 LICENSEE shall not or authorise or assist any third party to do any of the following:

may at its option, and in addition to any other remedies that it may be entitled to, terminate
LICENSEE's use of the SOFTWARE without further notice.

The map is always orientated North up.
The compass is a reflection of the map
direction and not the true North.

Select an object by tapping on the object.
The name of the item selected is shown
at the top of the map.

The scale on the bottom left changes
according to the zoom level and provides
a rough estimate of the distance between
2 points.

Double tap on the map to call up the
Quick Access Menu (QAM).

The QAM and its functions will be further
explained in Section 5.

On the map, move 2 fingers
apart.

Zoom Out

Rangsaplirl

On the map, move 2 fingers
together.

To access the Search feature

Tap on Search button at the
bottom menu

By default, NAVFone would
search all layers (or category) in
the directory.

To refine the search, select a

search layer by tapping on ‘==’

Select Layer
Tap on Done to enter the
keyword
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Enter the search query. It could
be a keyword of the location you
are looking for.

Tap on to sort the
Search Results alphabetically.

Tap on to sort by
proximity distance from your
location or previous location.

Tap on the result for Details.
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To view the selected result on map

Tap on View on Map

To search for various amenities in
the vicinity of the selected result

Tap on Search Nearby
To add this result to your
Bookmarks

Tap on Add to Bookmarks
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5.0 Bookmarks

Bookmarks are points that can be created and displayed in the map as an icon with a
label attached to it. Bookmarks are saved to capture your favourite points and for
easy reference. Each Bookmarks label, icon type and size can be set customized. A
short note can also be added.

5.1 Create a New Bookmark

There are 2 methods to create new Bookmarks.

5.1.1 Via the Quick Access Menu (QAM)

Double tap on selected location on the
map
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Tap on Add to Bookmarks

You can add or change the name for
the Bookmark.

You can add a Note

You can change the Icon for the
Bookmark.

Tap on Save.
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5.1.2 Via the Search Result

Tap on the selected result to view the
Details

Tap on Add to Bookmarks
